- Please flush the water system to ensure that no metal swarf, solder, and other impurities
can enter the taps.

- Turn on water supply before commencing work, this should be done at the isolating valves of
inlet feeds if fitted or main stopcock.

- Please read these instructions carefully and keep it for future reference.
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Ensure that the distance from the bottom of the Open: Built-in service stops Horizontal
embedded box to the wall is between this size Close: Built-in service stops Vertical

Before Use

For best results:

- Before use: Unscrew the Aerator and allow the water to run freely for 5 minutes.
Then screw the filter back in place.

- Periodically: Unscrew the Aerator and remove. Rinse it with running water until any
loose debris is cleared. Then replace the Aerator and tighten.
