- This product must be installed by a licensed plumber. Ensure that your plumbing installation conforms to the Australian/New Zealand Standard AS/NZS 3500.

- All pipework must be thoroughly flushed prior to the installation of the shower. In-line filters must be fitted on both hotand cold supplies to prevent foreign particles

from damaging the shower components.
